Report to WESTERN AUSTRALIAN PRACTICE NURSES ASSOCIATION  INC AGM.

This is my second report to the AGM, and I had hoped it would be the last with another able to take over the role.  Unfortunately, it appears that the members, although they want WAPNA to continue, are not interested in being involved in the running of the Association.  Hopefully this will change over the next few years.

My thanks go to all of the committee who keep the Association running, some in front roles such as the Secretary, Treasurer and Liaison/Education Officer, and the others who continue to help in all the other necessary work.

Our three seminars have been very well attended, with excellent speakers and of course wonderful afternoon teas!! Thank you to Rosemarie who works overtime organizing these events, as well as the monthly educational evenings.

This week Rosemarie and I will be attending meetings with the Department of Health and Aging re the Super GP Clinics that the Department want to set up at Joondalup and Midland – it certainly sounds just like very large ED’s, however, the concern is the where the GP’s and Nurses will be coming from.

I attended a meeting with the Australian Society of HIV Medicine (ASHM) to do with Partner Notification and Contact Tracing.  Because of the high incidence of Sexual Diseases it was hoped that the city Practice Nurses could be used for notification instead of GP’s sending in reports and then the Health Department doing the tracing.  Hopefully, I hope I was able to convince the meeting that PN’s were busy enough with their other duties, unless they were involved in doing pap smears themselves.

Three of the committee attended the PNCE recently, along with other members.  It was very successful and speakers were mostly excellent. A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed between WAPNA and APNA in May of this year and this was announced at the PNCE.  APNA are very aware that WA is at a disadvantage being so far away from the eastern seaboard and are trying to help in every way they can. This means that members of WAPNA can become members of APNA at the discounted rate of $135 instead of $165, and also discounts at their seminars.

A suggestion has been made to obtain membership cards for WAPNA and hopefully these will be available within the next 12 months.
